Rapthap, IAS (Retired) an officer of the Joint Cadre of
Assam - Meghalaya on the 25thz October, 2007.

Born on the 1%t of May, 1931, Shri M. D. Rapthap
joined the Indian Administrative Service on 16th May,
1960 and was allotted to the Joint Cadre of Assam -
Meghalaya. He served under the composite State of
Assam in various capacities and his services were later
placed at the disposal of the Government of Meghalaya.
Shri Rapthap served the State Government in various
capacities including that of Special Secretary to the
Govt. of Meghalaya, Tourism, Revenue, P.H.E., Sports
& Youth Affairs etc. Departments, Chairman, Board of
Revenue, Additional Chief Secretary and Chairman,
Meghalaya State Electricity Board. He also served in

the Government of India as Chairman, Tea Board. He
retired from service with effect from 30" April, 1989 after
distinguished service of 29 long years. Shri M. D.
Rapthap was an efficient, effective and amiable public
servant who rendered valuable service to the State
Government in various capacities.
