ORDER 

No.CFSM/FSSA/2012/Prohibitions/35/150.—WHEREAS, regulation 2.3.4 of the Food 
Safety & Standards (Prohibition and Restriction on Sales) Regulations, 2011 was made by the 
Food Safety & Standards Authority of India in exercise of the powers conferred by clause (i) of 
sub-section (2) of Section 92 of the Food Safety & Standards Act, 2006 (Central Act 34 of 2006) 
read with section 26 thereof, prohibits articles of food in which tobacco and nicotine are used as 
ingredients, as they are injurious to health; 

AND, WHEREAS, Gutkha and Pan Masala are articles of food in which tobacco and nicotine 
are widely used as ingredients now-a-days, 

AND, WHEREAS, it is expedient to prohibit Gutkha and Pan Masala in the state of Meghalaya, 
being food products in which tobacco and nicotine are widely used as ingredients; 

AND, WHEREAS, the Commissioner of Food Safety of the State is empowered under section 
30 (2) (a) of the Food Safety and Standards Act, 2006 to issue prohibition order on the manufacture, 
storage, transport, distribution or sale of any article of food in the whole State for one year in the 
interest of public health, 

NOW, THEREFORE, the undersigned in exercise of the powers conferred under clause (a) 
of sub-section (2) of section 30 of the Food Safety & Standards Act, 2006 (34 of 2006) and in 
continuation of the Notification No.CFSM/FSSA/2012/Prohibitions/35/2057, dated 15th May, 2014, 
and CFSM/FSSA/2012/Prohibitions/35/83, dated 12th June, 2015, hereby prohibit the manufacture, 
the storage, transport, the sale or the distribution of Gutkha and Pan Masala containing either 
tobacco and/or nicotine as ingredients by whatsoever name it is available in the market in the 
State of Meghalaya for a further period of 1 (one) year with effect from 20th May, 2016, in the 
interest of Public Health.

RULES, 2015.

No.C&S/MLA/2016/11. - In exercise of the power conferred by the clause (3) of Article 187 of the 

Constitution of India, the Governor of Meghalaya, after consultation with the Speaker, Meghalaya 
Legislative Assembly hereby makes the following Rules regulating the recruitment and condition of 
service of persons appointed as Secretarial staff of the Meghalaya Legislative Assembly: 

1. Short title, extent and commencement:  

(1) “Governor” means the Governor of Meghalaya and includes any person performing the 
function of the Governor of Meghalaya; 

(2) “Speaker” means the Speaker of the Meghalaya Legislative Assembly and includes any 
person acting as Speaker or performing the functions of the Speaker of the said Assembly;  

(3) “Deputy Speaker” means the Deputy Speaker of the Meghalaya Legislative Assembly and 
includes any person acting as Deputy Speaker or performing the function the Deputy Speaker 
of the said Assembly; 

(4) Board/Committee means the Committee the Speaker may constitute from amongst the 
Senior Officers of the Meghalaya Legislative Assembly and such other officers from the 
Government/outside    for the purpose of Promotion/recruitment against the vacant posts likely 
to be filled in a particular year on the recommendation of such Committee.  

(5) “Secretariat” means the Secretariat of the Meghalaya Legislative Assembly; and 

(6) “Grade” means designation with a pay scale. 

(1) These Rules shall be called the Meghalaya Legislative Assembly Secretariat. Recruitment and 
Conditions of Service   (2nd 

(2) They shall apply to all persons appointed to the Meghalaya Legislative Assembly Secretariat. 
(3) They shall come into force at once. 

Amendment Rules 2015). 

2. Definition: 

In these Rules, the following shall have the meaning assigned to them herein. 
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(a) Promotion from feeder grade subject to fulfilment of all the condition as laid down against 
each posts in the schedules. 

(b) Departmental Competition limited to officers/staffs of the Secretariat. 
(c) Direct recruitment opens to all, inside and outside the Secretariat. 
(d) The minimum educational qualification for appointment to Lower Division Asstt  	.or  allied 

posts carrying scale of Rs. 11300-22000/- shall be a graduate from a recognized University 
with computer knowledge. 

(e) The minimum educational qualification for appointment to any Grade IV i.e. Peon/Chowkidar/ 
Mali/Cleaner or allied posts shall be a pass in Class VI Standard from any recognised 
educational institution. 

3. Meghalaya Legislative Assembly Secretariat Service: 

The officers and staff appointed to the secretariat of the Meghalaya Legislative Assembly 
before the advent of these Rules and thereafter, shall form a service called the Meghalaya Legislative 
Assembly Secretariat Service. 

4. Appointing & Removal Authority: 

5. Gazetted and Non-Gazetted grades: 

(1) The Governor, on the recommendation of the Speaker, shall be the appointing authority in the 
case of appointment to the post of Secretary and above. 

(2) The Speaker shall be the appointing authority for consideration of appointment to all grades ie. 
Both gazetted and non-gazetted category other than the post of Secretary and above. 

(3) The appointing authority is the removal authority for all categories of Officers and staff of 
Meghalaya Legislative Assembly other than Secretary and above. 

(1) The grade of Committee Officer/Superintendent and above, and any other post 
commensurate with the Pay scale, shall be in the gazetted category. 

(2) All other grades below the grade of Committee Officer/ Superintendent shall be in the 
Non-gazetted category. 

6. Creation for posts and Cadre review:

           The Speaker after cadre review may create/abolish a post only after the same is approved by 
the Governor/Government. 

7. Methods of appointment. 

Vacancies in various grades will be filled by the following methods as prescribed against each 
grades in the schedule: 
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8. Departmental Promotion Committee: 
There shall be 2 (two) Departmental Promotion committee (one each for gazetted and non-

gazetted) comprising of the Secretary, Additional Secretary and Joint Secretary or any other member 
from Government/outside or inside as per the requirement, if any, to be nominated by the Speaker 
which shall meet from time to time to consider and recommend promotion/appointment in various 
posts to the appointing authority. 

Provided that in the case of appointment the post of Secretary and above the Speaker himself 
shall make suitable recommendation to the Governor in that behalf. 

9.  Sitting of DPC & Publicity of vacancies: 

11. Cut off dates: 
The cut off dates for: 

(a)Reckoning age limit and possession of other eligibility condition in case of Departmental 
Competition will be the date of issue of the office Circular and Direct Recruitment will be 1st 

January of the particular recruitment year. 

(1) The DPC shall sit as and when required before the occurrence of vacancy in any posts to 
consider the case of officers and staff eligible for promotion; 

(2) In the case of vacancy to be filled in any post by promotion caused by sudden and 
unforeseen events, the DPC shall sit within one month of the occurrence of such vacancy; 

(3) All vacancies to be filled by Departmental Competition shall be given wide publicity 
through office circulars. 

10. Principles of promotion: 

(4) All vacancies to be filled by Direct Recruitment shall be given wide Publicity in Local 
Newspapers; and 

(5) Circulars and open advertisements shall also be placed on the official website of the 
Secretariat.  

(1) Merit-Cum-seniority shall be the principle for promotion in the case of both and non 
gazetted posts. 

(2)  Merit-Cum- seniority shall be the principle for promotion in the case of non gazetted 
posts. 

(3) Only those officers/staff in regular employment against permanent posts are eligible to be 
considered for promotion and for Departmental Competition. 
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(b) Reckoning the period of eligibility in the case of promotion will be the date of sitting of the 
Departmental Promotion Committee.

 12. Reckoning of Recruitment Quota: 

(1) The quota of posts to be filled by a particular method shall be as per the schedule of a 
particular calendar year.  

(2) The Reservation shall be followed as per the job reservation policy of the Government of 
Meghalaya.

 13. Waiver of eligibility period: 

The Governor on the recommendation of the Speaker, in case of post of Secretary and above 
the Speaker, in the case of any other gazetted /non- gazetted posts shall have the power to waive, for 
reasons to be recorded in writing, the minimum qualifying service in the feeder grade for promotion 
to the next higher grade. 

14. Age and other Relaxation: 

(1) The age limit for appointment to regular post will be as per the Rules and Regulations laid 
down by the Government of Meghalaya. 

(2)The minimum age shall be as per the Rules adopted by the Government of Meghalaya. 

15. Superintendence and control of the secretariat: 

16. Disciplinary authority:
          The appointing authority shall also be the Disciplinary Authority in the case of all grades 
under its jurisdiction in regard to.  Conducts, Discipline,  Seniority, Probation, Confirmation, assured 
career promotion scheme, suspension, dismissal, leave, retirement age, voluntary retirement, 
compulsory retirement, penalties, reservation and other condition of service. 

(1) The Secretariat shall be under the direct superintendence and control of the Speaker; 

(2) The Secretary, however, may exercise the powers of superintendence and control over the 
Secretariat on behalf of the Speaker and for all his/her action, the Secretary is strictly 
accountable to the Speaker. 

(3) Notwithstanding the fact that the appointing and removal authority in respect of the 
Secretary is Governor, the Secretary shall be under the direct administrative control of the 
Speaker and any reports of the Speaker to the Governor against Secretary of any violation of 
this clause, shall be deemed to have automatically caused his/her removal forthwith.

 (I) In so far as a matter not being regulated specifically in these rule herein, the rules 
applicable to the officers and staff of the Government of  Meghalaya shall apply mutatis mutandis to 
the officers and staff of the Meghalaya Legislative Assembly Secretariat with the Governor, the 
Speaker and the Board/Committee being appropriately substituted in those Rules, in respect of 
matters relating to Conducts, Discipline, Seniority, Probation, Confirmation, assured career 
promotion scheme, suspension, dismissal, leave, retirement age, voluntary retirement, compulsory 
retirement, penalties,  reservation and other condition of service.

 (II) The Speaker shall have the powers to modify or accept any of the Rules applicable to the 
officers and staff of the Government of Meghalaya, and thereafter, such Rules shall have only 
modified effect or no effect, when applying to the officers and staff of the Meghalaya Legislative 
Assembly under sub-rule (1) above.

18. Miscellaneous matters :

            All other matter affecting the officers and staff of the Meghalaya Legislative Assembly 
Secretariat but not specifically covered by these Rules, shall be governed by the Acts, Rules, 
Regulation, Policies, Circulars/notification etc that are applicable to the officers and staff of the 
Government of Meghalaya. 

19. Residuary Powers: 

The Speaker has the power to amend these Rules including the schedules from time to time 
for more efficient administration of the Meghalaya Legislative Assembly Secretariat. 

20. Interpretation : 

Subject to the provisions of these rules, all questions relating to the interpretation of these 
rules shall be referred to the Speaker whose decision  shall be final. 

 Explanation: Rules applicable to the officers and staff of the Government of Meghalaya mean an 
include Acts, Regulations, Policies, Circulars etc. 

17. Appeal: 

(1) All appeal against the orders of the Board/Committee and the Orders of the Secretary shall 
lie with the Speaker. 

(2) An appeal against the original order of the Speaker in relation to matters pertaining to 
appointment, removal and discipline of the secretary shall lie with the Governor.  
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21. Amendment of the Rules: 

(1) The provisions herein and in the schedules, except as relates to the post of Secretary may 
be varied if so required by the Speaker from time to  time. 

(2) The provisions herein and in the schedules as relates to the post of Secretary may be varied 
by the Speaker with the approval of the Governor.  

22. Power to relax any Rules: 

In the case of any difficulty to any officer or staff owing to the advent of these Rules, the 
Speaker shall resolve such difficulty in exercise of his inherent powers under these Rules, to the 
maximum advantage of the officer or staff concerned 

23. Savings and Repeal: 

(1) On and from the date of commencement of these Rules, all earlier orders, Rules etc, 
governing the recruitment and conditions of service of the officers and staff of the Meghalaya 
Legislative Assembly Secretariat shall be deemed to have been repealed. 

(2) Notwithstanding such repeal, all actions done or omitted to have been done under the rules 
so repealed, shall be deemed to have been validly done or validly omitted to have been done 
until the advent of these Rules.
