S.R. 111-A - Page 134 or Correction Slip No. 80 —  Delete the existing provision of SR111-A
and substitute by the following new
entries.

S.R.111-A - Paternity Leave —  “A Competent authority, subject to the limit of two surviving
children in the entire service period, may grant paternity leave
to a male Government Servant during the period of
confinement of his wife for child birth i.e. upto the period of 7
days from the date of delivery of the child. During such period,
he shall be paid leave salary equal to the pay drawn
immediately before proceeding on leave. The leave is not
debitable to leave account and may be. combined with any
other kind of leave except casual leave.

The amendment shall be deemed to have effect from the date of the Notification.
