- In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 3 of the Essential Commodities Act, 
1955 (10 of 1955) read with the Order signed by the Government of India, Ministry of Consumers Affairs, 
Food & Public Distribution, No. S.O. 1584 (E), dated 29th April, 2016 and Order No. G.S.R. 471 (E) dated 29th 

April, 2016, the Governor of Meghalaya hereby makes the following Order as under. 

1.	 Short title, extent and commencement. - (1) This Order is called the Meghalaya sugar (Storage 
Control & Licensing) Order, 2016. 

(2) It extends to the whole of the State of Meghalaya. 

3)  It shall come into force on the date of publication of this Order in the Official Gazette. 

2.	 Restriction on possession of sugar. - No dealer of sugar shall hold any stock for a period exceeding 
thirty days from the date of receipt by him of such stock and shall not keep sugar in stock at any time in 
excess of 4000 (four thousand) quintals: Provided that nothing in this order shall apply to the holding or 
keeping of stock of sugar:- 

(i)	  on government account; or 

(ii)	  by the dealers nominated by State Government or an Officer authorized by it to hold stock for the 
distribution through fair price shops and under Public Distribution System; or 

(iii)	  By the Food Corporation of India.
