scrutinised by the Monitoring Committee based
on the actual site-specific conditions and referred
to the concerned Regulatory Authorities.

The Member Secretary of the Monitoring
Committee or the concerned Collector or the
concerned park in-charge shall be competent to
file complaints under section 19 of the
Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 against any
person who contravenes the provisions of the
notification S.0.1816(E), dated 7th May, 2017.

The Monitoring Committee may invite
representatives or experts from concerned
Departments, representatives from Industry
Associations or concerned stakeholders to assist
in its deliberations depending on the requirements
on issue basis.

The Monitoring Committee shall submit the
annual action taken report of its activities as on
31st March of every year by 30" June of that year
to the Central Government in the Ministry of
Environment, Forests & Climate Change.

The Central Government in the Ministry of
