- In compliance to the Hon'ble Gauhati High Court's order dated 4th April, 2016 passed 
in Writ Petition (C) No.1724/2015 the Government of Meghalaya is pleased to approve the payment of 
Principal Seat Pay (PSP) to the Officers and Staff of the erstwhile Gauhati High Court, Shillong Bench, as 
follows:- 

1.	 The Officers and Staff of the erstwhile Gauhati High Court, Shillong Bench, will be paid (Principal Seat 
Pay) in addition to their existing emoluments (existing pay and allowances) on the following scale:

Pay Band Principal Seat Pay (in ` Per month) 

Pay Band - 1 ` 500/- 
Pay Band - 2 ` 750/- 
Pay Band - 3 ` 1,000/- 
Pay Band - 4 ` 1,250/-

3.	 Principal Seat Pay shall be admissible to the Officers and Staff of the erstwhile Gauhati High Court, 
Shillong Bench, in addition to their respective Pay in the Pay Band and Grade Pay, for determining Basic 
Pay (i.e. Basic Pay = Pay in the Pay Band + Grade Pay + PSP). 

Dearness Allowances, House Rent allowances, Increment and Pension etc. will be paid on the Basic Pay 
arrived at in the aforesaid manner. 

4.	  The Principal Seat Pay (PSP) to the Officers & Staff of the erstwhile Gauhati High Court, Shillong Bench, 
will be notionally given with effect from 1st January, 2006 and it will be counted for arrears with effect 
from 1st April, 2008, in addition to the benefits which the Officers & Staff of the erstwhile Gauhati High 
Court, Shillong Bench, may be entitled as granted to the State Government employees under the Assam 
Services (ROP) Rules, 2010. 
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5.	 The Principal Seat Pay (PSP) shall be paid with effect from 1st April, 2008 to 22nd March, 2013 in a single 
installment during the current financial year 2017-2018. 

6.	 Thereafter, with effect from 23rd March, 2013 the Officers & Staff of the Meghalaya High Court shall be 
required to opt for the Meghalaya Services (Revision of Pay) Rules, 2009.
