No.EDN(RTE)/196/2012/179. - In exercise of the power conferred by Section 38 of the Right of Children to 
Free and Compulsory Education Act, 2009, the Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to make the following 
amendments in the Meghalaya Right of Children to Free and Compulsory Education Rules, 2011, namely:-

1.	 Short title and extent- 

(1) These rules may be called the Meghalaya Right of Children to Free and Compulsory Education 
(Amendment) Rules, 2019. 

(2) They shall extend to the whole State of Meghalaya. 

2.	 In the Meghalaya Right of Children to Free and Compulsory Education Rules, 2011 in rule 22, relating to 
Academic Authority for curriculum and evaluation procedure in elementary schools, in sub-rule (2) for 
clause (c), the following clauses shall be substituted, namely:- 

"(c) prepare class-wise, subject-wise learning outcomes for all elementary classes; and 

(d) prepare guidelines for putting into practice continuous and comprehensive evaluation, to achieve 
defined learning outcomes".

No.EJH (WR)/Sch-68/2019-20/462. - This is for the general information for all the public especially Land 
owners that, the District Level Committee on Ground Water Resources under East Jaintia Hills District 
request all Individuals/Public institutions within the jurisdiction of East Jaintia Hills District owning defunct wells 
to strictly follow the Guidelines for Abandonment of Bore wells, Drilled wells and Safety Norms as laid down 
by the Supreme Court. 

GUIDELINES FOR ABANDONMENT 

OF BORED WELLS AND DRILLED WELLS AND ITS SAFETY NORMS
 

1. BORED WELL ABANDOMENT 

• 	 Remove all plumbing or piping along with any obstruction in the wells 

• 	 Remove as much of well casing as possible 

• 	 Fill the entire well upto land surface with cement grout, concrete grout, bentonite grout and dry day. 

2. DRILLED WELL ABANDONMENT 

• 	 Any casing whether grouted or not grouted must be removed 

• 	 Entire depth of well is to be sounded to ensure freedom from obstruction that may interfere with scaling 
operations. 

• 	 The well should be disinfected using solution made from calcium-hypochlorite concentrations that must 
interface with scaling operations. 

• 	 Well-constructed in consolidated hard rocks must be filled with cement grout, bentonite grout, sand, 
gravel or drilling cuttings upto 3m below top of consolidated rock or 2m below the bottom of casing. 
The remaining space be filled with cement or bentonite grout to the top of well. 

3. SAFETY NORMS 

1. Construction of cement/ concrete platform measuring 0.50 x 0.50 x 0.60m (0.3m above ground level 
and 0.3m below ground level) around the well casing. 

2. Capping of well assembly by welding steel plate. 

3. Erecting a chain link fence of 3x3m around the well, 

4. Filling up of mud pits and channels after completion of drilling operations. 

5. Filling up of abandoned bore wells by boulders/ pebbles. 

6. Erection of a sign-board near the well detailed address at the same time of construction of well.
