(e)		 All Tenders must quote only one rate for each articles of ration exclusive of GST. Item-wise rate will have to 
be quoted separately for different varieties of dry ration and so on. 

(f)		 Tenderers for supply of dry ration will be required to submit Sealed Samples of each item in a polythene bag 
with the tenderer’s name attached to the sampler for each tender for Unit separately. The weight of each sample 
should not be less than 100 grams. Samples for refined oil / Mustard oil should be in the original packing of the 
manufacturer container.
